The Election Commission is committed to conducting transparent elections in a
fearless and unhindered environment and is following a “zero tolerance™ policy in this
regard. A crucial step toward this goal is 100% webcasting from all polling booths. As
a result, every booth will be under the direct supervision of the Election Commission,
allowing for prompt action if any untoward incident occurs.

Recently, it has come to the attention of the Election Commission that certain
individuals and groups are misinterpreting this matter and creating doubts in the minds
of general voters regarding the secrecy of their votes.

The Election Commission wants to inform all voters in unequivocal terms that
these cameras will not, in any way, violate the secrecy of the voting process.

"Only you will know who you have voted for."

These two—or in some cases, three—cameras will strictly monitor the law and
order situation inside and outside the polling station, not the act of casting the vote.
